Pre-registration 

Pre-Registration for the 2010-2011 school year will be upon us 

shortly.  Pre-registration is for families who have children 

currently  enrolled , previously had a child attend t he school, and 

for family members  of the church .  There will be an open 

registration  to the public held later.   

We have set aside two days for pre-registration ; they are 

Tuesday & Wednesday, February 2
nd 

& 3
rd

 from 9-12.  We will 

have a table set up in the c hurch foyer where we will be handing 

out applications by class.  When you receive your application we 

will put your childõs name on a temporary class roster.  As soon 

as we receive the completed  application and a $35.00 non-

refundable application fee (per fami ly) your childõs name will 

become permanent on the roster.  You will then be given the rest 

of the forms to be filled out by you and your physician.   That 

paperwork needs to be in no later than the first day of school the 

following year .    You are always welcome to hand in the forms 

earlier if you prefer.

must be 2 by September 30, 2010 

  

3õs -      

must be 3 by September 30, 2010 

NOTE:  children entering this class  must be potty trained.  

 

4õs-     

must be 4 by November 30, 2010      

 

PreK-
